	Day 1:
Teacher does

Student Does

· (40 min)

· Welcome message: Missy intros herself, me.

· Classroom expectations pass out

· Have willing students read out paragraphs.

· Have ALL students sign contract.

· TOUR the art class

Recognize expectations and know consequences. 
Begin gaining trust in teacher/ student relationship. 

Ball Pass

· Prepare a ball that has over 30 different ice breaking questions: demonstrate how you will catch the ball and the question nearest your left thumb you will read out loud and answer. Begin passing, trying to say names.
Community builder/ get to know you
· (10 min) Do another round but faster using names
Help student and teacher remember names and faces
· ( 10 min) Give them a taste: Talk to them about planned project ideas. Show them the website, tell them to write down the web address in their sketchbooks. Tell them that they will need their laptops daily. If they do not have a laptop please sign this piece of paper so that I know and can let the library know so that it will be available on the days we will definitely be using them.

Excite and ignite!
Students feel more aware of what to expect. Students can start brainstorming ideas. Students can ask questions.

REMEMBER TO BRING IN $ for supplies; go on a scavenger hunt at your house for paintbrushes and bring them in!


	Day 2:

Collect supplies fees and contracts, hand out supplies

Give students ownership

Ask them to get out a piece of paper and take notes about this video
Watch video on Alexandra Nechita, 25 minutes.  Ask them to write a short reflection afterwards answering these questions: What has helped her be successful? Is there something in her story that you can apply to yourself and your art making? What did you find interesting about the video?
Students begin to understand the nature of being an artist, especially an abstract artist. They start to learn that anyone can be successful at any age.
Students will now have the opportunity to experiment with non objective art. Students must use acrylic paint to mix their own colors and only use mixed colors. They must cover their paper completely and they are encouraged to experiment by contrasting techniques next to eachother. They may choose their own scrap of mat paper. They will have half the class on Friday to finish it.
Begin to get an idea of what paint can do, get used to painting once again after a long break. 
This also serves as a way for me to pre-assess how well they can paint!




	Day 4:
BEFORE CLASS STARTS, make sure all students have their laptops out, that they are charged.

If you have gotten your fees taken care of or if you have signed your contract, please put them in two separate piles up here on the front of the desk. If you need to pay your fees, hold off for about 5 minutes and I will let you go. Take attendance

Paper work

So, you have the opportunity to create a digital portfolio. I would have loved to have had this sort of opportunity in high school because honestly, I have lost a lot of my artwork since then. If I had it stored digitally, I could still access it. This also gives you the chance to create a professional online persona which you can use in the future. How many of you have ever had a digital portfolio? What are some of the benefits you might see?

Buy in- if they here this information from me and other students, they will begin to understand this isn’t just busy work.

Students will listen a bit better to a video and may get more out of that then my own discussion. 

Ok, so what I need you to do now is go ahead and open a browser. Bulb works better in CHROME, so please open that. You can get to bulb in two different ways. You can either google “hello Bulb” bulb as in light bulb. You can also type in the ip address which is www.bulbapp.com. 

Students demonstrate listening and technology skills.

In the upper right hand corner there is a button that says JOIN. When you join, please use your school email. For your user name, please type in your first initial and last name. This makes it easy for me to find you. When you finish filling that out, you will need to get a confirmation email. While you are waiting, go ahead and go on google and start finding some nice photos that inspire you. Save them to a folder on your desktop. We will get to those later. If you need to stop in at the fees window at this time, go ahead and run down there. 

Students will have a sense of ownership. Students will all have something to do, so no one will be just sitting around doing nothing. That way I can deal with small technical problems that will occur. 

Alright, raise your hands if you have not gotten your confirmation email so that you can open your account. 

Trouble shooting

SO now everyone should have an account. Please go ahead and open your account in one tab, and then open another tab. In that tab, go ahead and type in www.bulbapp.com/kbirdsall to go to my bulb account.

Step by step instruction should help them get it.

So I want you to go ahead and just pay attention to me real quick so that you get a taste of what this program can do. Everything I show you right now are things you will need to do. All this will be due by next Wednesday. I am not counting on you finishing this today, so you will need to spend some time outside of class. This is my home page. It has a picture that says something about me, then just a sentence or two about me underneath that profile. Next to that are called collections. You will be making an “About me” collection and a 2D collection, just like I have. So if I click on the “About me collection,  you will see three pages, a bio page, an art page, and a inspiration page. So let me show you my bio page. So I have a little blurb about me, then I have some pictures. Some of you may want to do the picture part at home because you can grab some photos off of facebook. I didn’t want my photos to be huge, so I resized them to be about 600 pixels on the longest side. You may choose to resize or leave them as is, but some photos are pretty big. 

Students get to know me- they see I am a real person! They see that I am doing exactly what they have to do, so they know I struggle with certain parts of the program too, but I overcome them.

Here is my art page. On your art page, you will need to write what art means to you, what inspires you, and what artists you like. You only have to find one artist for what is due on Wednesday. This is so that I can begin to understand what you like, what inspires you, which can help me when I am coming up with project ideas. By doing this stuff, you are telling me what you want to learn. 

Students understand that this isn’t just for no reason, but that it will affect their learning and what I teach! They will also see some of my art, so that they understand that I know what I am talking about!

This inspiration page will be for you! Whenever you are trying hard to think of what you want to draw or paint, you can refer back to this. It doesn’t have to be art related, it can just be things you like, it can be about colors or shapes, it can just be great ideas. Basically, this is your pinterest page! 

This could be the fun part! They have also already started looking for images.

OK! So now it’s time for you to do stuff! Really quick I want to walk you through this. First off, go to my bulb page, click digital sketchbook.  This is your assignment. It has everything that you need to do listed. Please refer to this if you have questions BEFORE you ask me what to do. Have this page opened on another tab.

Students have something to refer to.

Now go ahead to your home page. It looks boring right now, but you will be adding pretty pictures. First off, go ahead and click on create. Click create collection. This collection is going to be your bio collection. You can title it what you want, but make sure it is easy for me to tell this is the collection that is all about you. You can select a photo now and change it later. You photo must be no smaller than 600 pixels. Go ahead and type in the summary that this collection is all about me. 

Student follow along and don’t get so confused

Next create an about the author page…you can again title it what you want, but go ahead and click on page, title it what you want, then summarize that this page is going to be about you and have pictures. 

Students start to get it

Ok so under the page you have 3things you can do: add text or add a picture or video. Remember when you add a photo, you cannot resize it. You need to build your page from top to bottom, and your photos cannot text wrap. In order to “save” it, or at least make it public so that I can see it, you must “PUBLISH” it. In the upper right hand corner there is a button that has an arrow. When you push that it will ask if you want to publish. MAKE SURE IT IS PUBLISHED. If you cannot publish, make sure you have a picture selected, make sure you have put in a summary. You can edit your page any time, but every time you edit you must publish it again for the changes to be seen.

Students begin to understand limitations of the program so they aren’t surprised.

So your job today is to create 2 collections, one that is about you and one that is titled this class (2D design). Under About me, you need three pages. What are those pages again? (your bio, art page, inspiration page) When you create your other collection, you can just list the period. Then, go ahead and make a page in their titled Miss Birdsall’s link. Go ahead and put a link to my bulb page so that you can always have access to assignments, you should be able to know what you are doing, etc. So, how many collections are you making? How many pages are you making under the About me collection? And what are they? What will you put under the 2D collection? Great! Do you have any questions that would benefit the whole class? If not, lets get started! I will come help you for your individual stuff.   

Hopefully this set up will allow them to be independent workers for ALL PROJECTS. 

Alright, make sure you PUBLISH your pages! I will be checking to make sure you have all components by next Wednesday!  Thank you!



	Day 5:

Collect supply fees and signed contracts

30 to 40 minutes to finish painting

Students recognize quick decision making can force them to try new things
Have students write two descriptive words of their paintings and post their image up on the board with the two words.
Students connect literacy to painting
We discuss different techniques students have used and how brushstrokes can express specific words. 
Making connections between technique and literacy
Introduce WHAT COLOR ARE YOU? Project.  This project will symbolize you, and your personal characteristics through color and brushstroke. I am handing out a paper that has a list of colors. Please read this through and choose 2 colors that fit your personality. These will be the main colors of your non-objective painting. Go ahead and choose those now
Students make art personal by choosing colors that symbolize a deeper meaning
The next step I need you to do is write down 7 characteristics about yourself. These will be descriptive words that don’t describe your physical attributes but stuff that doesn’t show—your creativity, your organizational skills, your energy level. Here is a list of adjectives that can help you begin to think about those words. I’ll give you another few minutes to go ahead and look that over. 

“

Now we will look at some examples of how people used similar color schemes to create a different feeling using application of paint and composition. For example, this one feels calm, maybe a bit organized because the colors don’t leak together, and natural because of the round, smooth, swirls. This one uses the same color scheme, but these hard lines make me think this person is not calm. It seems like there is so much going on in this painting, I wonder if that is a reflection of this person’s life? Do you see how much we can pull from a painting without having any context? I know we don’t know for sure if that is what the artist intended, but art can convey an emotion to the viewer. Go ahead and start thinking about what you want to do. You can either plan out your painting by sketching, doing sample paintings, and working through it, or you can ‘go with it’ and respond to what the painting needs. Even if you are doing a just go with it style, you will want to experiment with some scrap pieces to figure out a technique. 

Students begin to make connections from personal to external. 
By Monday, you will need to have chosen your colors, your characteristics, and whether you will be planning or going with it. You will need to choose a size for your piece, and we will have mat board and cardboard, but if you want another surface please go ahead and bring it in on Monday. 


	Day 6:

· Preface the day: Today will be a work day, but before we get started there were a few things I wanted to remind you all of. First off, your Bulb is due when? Yes, WEDNESDAY. It needs to include WHAT? ( About me collection with a Bio page, art page, and inspiration page). Today for your painting, you were supposed to come with a couple ideas prepared. You needed to have chosen your 2 colors off the what color are you worksheet, written down 7 characteristics about yourself, chosen if you were going to plan or go with it, and chosen what size you want to work with. You may choose to do a multiple canvas painting called a triptych (3) or more. I do want you paintings to be large enough that it challenges you to do new things- go for something larger than 11”x14”. I will be coming around to discuss your painting with you individually. I would highly suggest that you start by practicing techniques on a separate piece of paper. Techniques could be adding a acrylic medium, using something unique to apply paint, applying paint with different brushstrokes, scraping, glazing, etc. I have several resources for you if you don’t know what type of mediums you want to use. Check out the BULB site!

	DAY 8, 9, 10, 11

WORK TIME, teacher talks with individual students addressing needs

	Day 12: Mid Progress critique

As students walk in to the classroom, remind them that they will not be working right away but that we will be doing a bit of a mid critique. So they can grab their painting and hang it on the wall, making sure it is visible above the desks.

On THE BOARD have agenda: 1. Find you characteristic 2. Critique 3. Work time, DUE DATE: WEDNESDAY Make sure there are scraps of paper for each person.

Students know what they are supposed to do and know that they will still have work time. 

Alright, so we will be having a mini critique. I want you to get a couple different forms of feedback, so the first thing we are going to do is “find a match”. On your table you will find a scrap of paper. You need to choose one of your personal characteristics that you feel you have captured the best in your painting and write it down on the scrap. For example, organized. Once you have written that, you will come up with your scrap and your painting, you will drop the scrap into this cup, and then go hang your piece. Remember to hang it above the desks. 

1. Students have to consider how their painting symbolizes a personal characteristic. It is a reiteration of expectations for the piece.

2. Gives me the opportunity to take attendance, etc. 

So I am going to go around and you will grab a scrap of paper. If you wrote it, please throw it back in and choose another one. In a second, you will get up and quietly look at the hanging paintings. You are specifically looking to see which painting you feel represents the word in your hand. I will be asking you to reflect on why you chose this. You don’t really need to talk right now, so if I could have you quietly reflecting, that is all you need to do. Once you have found the painting you feel fits your word, pin the word next to the painting and go sit down. Once everyone is sitting I know we can move on ( 10 MIN)
Students have to actually look at other paintings for a specific thing, which helps them learn how to observe.  Since they are looking close up, they may observe something that they can say later on during the critique. 

I will go ahead and choose who goes first. When I choose a painting, the painter will go ahead and not say anything. I want the painter to respond not with words in this critique, but by taking notes! So please, make sure your sketchbooks are out. The only time a painter should say anything is if the person speaking has a specific question that isn’t answerable otherwise. Painters will get to change their painting to help get your point across. 

So, once I choose a painting, the person who chose the word to go with that painting will go ahead and give a reason why they chose it. The audience gets a chance to then discuss other aspects of symbolism in the piece. I want at least three comments about each piece, 1 about symbolism, 1 about composition, and 1 about technique. That is what you are going to be graded on, so it would be good for artists to get feedback on just that! I may move on so that we can get to everyone, so don’t feel bad if I do end up cutting somebody off. I will try to make minimal comments because I can talk to the person 1 on 1. And you know what, often what I say is an opinion, and I think it is always good to get multiple opinions. 

Students understand expectations
Begin critique…person who chose the word to painting will get to choose which painting to go next OR I will have that person’s art go up for critique. (45-50 min)
Get a few different opinions and help with painting, understand if message is clear, considering composition, technique, and symbolism more clearly. 
The rest of the time today is yours to spend. If you would like to continue discussing and critiquing with your peers, you may do so for a little while. If you would like to continue painting, you may do so. If you would like to discuss your piece with me, I will make myself available by coming to each of your tables. Please don’t interrupt me while I am at a table unless its something quick like can I go to the bathroom. 

Students have the opportunity to respond to comments and critiques immediately

Clean Up: students make sure not to throw away plates etc, clean up personal table mess, and one table will clean up the back counter of all paints, and clean up the sink of all paint globs. 

Studio habits

Day 13: Work day, finish up- last day in class
Day 14:  opportunity to write reflection in class, finish up all final touches to painting and take a picture, update all BULB page: progress pictures, reflection, and final image and response.
Students will also fill out a grade sheet, grading themselves on what they believe they deserve. They will also answer a few short questions. 

Students have time to reflect on symbolism, decision making, and experimentation. 



	Student reflective/inquiry activity:

ON A RUBRIC PAPER: You will also grade yourself in order to see if we are on the same page. Based on the rubric below, you will grade on your Symbolism, Technique, Composition, Planning and Documenting, and Reflection.

· Do you feel that you were able to experiment and become familiar with different techniques? 

· Did this project help you understand the depth and challenge of non-representational art?

· What would you have changed about this project? What did you really enjoy?

· How could I ( Miss Birdsall) do a better job teaching this next time?

· Proficient BULB page has write up, questions and final image. Write up tells the story and the symbolic meaning of images. Final image is there but not high quality. Questions are answered in full sentences
· Fluent: BULB page looks cohesive and looks personal with a write up, question, final image, and good “page” images. Write up tells the details of the story, gives specific examples of images and their symbolism. Final image is high quality with an explanatory caption. Questions are answered in full sentences.
